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After the reminder that Dave Western mentioned at Fall Fest -  that we are still looking for help to get 

Festival 2014 running smoothly - I had 2 couples come up to me and say they would like to help but 

what could they do?  I want to remind you all that the various jobs for which we need volunteers are 

listed in a document called “Committee Duties” and it is posted on our website.  Here is the specific URL: 

Look it up and see what area you 

can help out in!   

 

Also in this Square Time (on the following page) is a list of the people who have volunteered to help and 

duties they’ve volunteered for.  Check what areas need to be filled; look up the description of that 

Committee in the Duties document; and see which one you would be willing to help out for.  Remember, 

ANY ONE of these duties can be filled by a person, a couple, or a group of people – like a Club!   

 

Some duties that could ideally be “taken on” by a Club include:  Heritage, Sewing Room, Decorations, 

Tourist & Spectator, and Welcoming.  Also, just a reminder that Committee Leaders (whether individual, 

couple, or Club) are NOT required to attend Board meetings!  They only have to report to their 

appropriate Group Chair and attend Group meetings that the Group Chair arranges.  Trust me, they are 

usually much more infrequent than Board meetings!  ☺
